Robin Williams
Robin Williams was born on July 21, 1951 in Chicago Illinois to model Laura and Ford Motor Executive Robert.  Robin grew up with much time spent at home alone his nanny because his parents were rarely home, because of that, Robin told People Magazine   "the ideal child was seen, not heard” about his childhood.  Robin was overweight as a child and was bullied because of it. He gained his sense of humor by trying to get people’s attention as a lonely child. He often referred to himself as “short, shy, chubby and lonely”. He lost the weight after middle school, and joined as many sports teams as he could. Robin graduated high school at Redwood High in 1969, where he was voted least likely to Succeed.   
Two years later, Robin received a full 3 year Scholarship to Julliard, in the acting program, during that time he would mime in the streets to make money. He left Julliard when he professor told him comedy would do him better than acting. He then moved to Los Angeles and started his stand-up comedy act. Robin began getting noticed for his comedic work, and landed a spot on Happy Days TV Show. A few years later, Robin was such a sensation that a new show called “Mork and Mindy” was made just for him. Robin won his first Golden Globe for his role on the show in 1979. And continued to win many more including 5 awards for his role in Mrs.Doubtfire where he actually went into a book store and bought a book, dressed in the Mrs.Doubtfire costume to see if people would recognize him, an Oscar for his role in Good Will Hunting, and voted funniest man alive by People Magazine in 1997 and received a star on the Hollywood Walk of Fame 7 years after. 
Robin did a total of 50 movies throughout his career, including Jumanji in 1995,  Aladdin where he improvised most of his lines in 1992 and Runaway Vacation with Josh Hutcherson in 2006. Robin was also offered the part of The Riddler in Batman, but turned it down. In between all the fame, Robin was married 3 times, and had a child with each wife.
Although Robin has many successes in life, he also went through difficult and challenging times. His battle with depression and addiction started when he filmed “Mork and Mindy” in the 70s with a cocaine addiction. This is so surprising to us that celebrities do have major problems of their own. 350 million people in the world are suffering from depression, and leaders like Robin are never suspected and assumed to suffer from it. Robin’s addiction with cocaine wasn’t because he wanted to get high and feel the rush, but the exact opposite a way of being calm.  Robin died August 10, from suicide.
